What Are OKRs
(and Why They Don’t Have to Be Complicated)

OKRs — or Objectives and Key Results — are one of the most powerful tools for turning
vision into measurable performance.

At their core, OKRs help organizations define what they want to achieve (Objectives) and
how they’ll measure success (Key Results). When done right, OKRs connect every
individual’'s work to the company’s larger mission, creating alignment, accountability, and
focus across teams.

They also reduce burnout by giving people clarity on priorities, so effort isn't wasted on
conflicting goals or endless busywork.

Sounds simple, right? It actually is.

The problem isn’t the framework. It's the way most teams try to implement it.

A Brief History of OKRs

Before we dive deeper, it's helpful to understand where OKRs came from, and why they’ve
become the global standard for strategic alignment.

The story begins in the 1950s, when management thinker Peter Drucker introduced
Management by Objectives (MBOs), an early attempt to align individual work with
organizational goals.

In the 1970s, Andy Grove, CEO of Intel, evolved Drucker’s ideas into a more agile and
measurable system: Objectives and Key Results (OKRs). Grove’s approach emphasized
focus, transparency, and accountability. These principles remain at the heart of OKRs
today.

In the 1990s, venture capitalist John Doerr introduced OKRs to Google, where the
framework became foundational to its growth and culture. From there, OKRs spread
rapidly across the tech world and beyond, from startups to Fortune 500 companies, and
even non-profits and governments.

OKR & Strategic Goal Services:
Packaging and Pricing

OKR and strategic goal services can vary widely in scope.

Some clients only need help designing their OKR system. Others need full execution
support.

And the most mature organizations need ongoing guidance, forecasting, process
improvement, and culture-building.

Because of that, these services may start from around $3k/month and can go all the way
up to $15k/month or more, depending on how much work you take on.

Below is a simple way to explain the different levels of work to your clients.

1. Strategy & OKR Design

Build the system.
This is the foundational work that ensures OKRs are built on a clear, strategic
understanding of the business.

Typical work includes:

* Research into customers, competitors, capabilities, and market conditions
» Defining or refining the Ideal Customer Profile (ICP)

e SWOT analysis

e Documenting competitive advantages

¢ Clarifying mission, vision, ambition, and long-term goals

¢ |dentifying 3—5 annual objectives

e Mapping strategic initiatives for the year

e Clarifying roles and responsibilities

e Benchmarking and forecasting key metrics

e Setting ambitious but realistic annual and quarterly goals

Outcome: A complete, well-designed OKR system that aligns everyone around what
matters most.

This level often starts around $3k—$85k/month for 1-3 months.



2. OKR Execution & Operating Rhythm

Run the system.
Here, you're not just designing OKRs — you're helping the client execute them
consistently.

Typical work includes:

e Breaking annual goals into quarterly, monthly, and weekly targets

¢ Running weekly check-ins, monthly reviews, and quarterly planning sessions
e Keeping initiatives on track and aligned

e Helping teams stay committed to goals and follow through

e Ensuring teams don't overload themselves or shift priorities mid-quarter

e Making performance visible through dashboards and reports

e Analyzing results and recommending adjustments

 Facilitating accountability across teams

Outcome: A functioning OKR system with real accountability and ongoing momentum.

This level can range from mid-tier pricing up to $10k/month, depending on number of
teams and meeting cadence.



3. Predictable Performance Management

Optimize the system and scale it.
This is where you become a long-term strategic partner — helping the client build
predictable performance across the entire organization.

Typical work includes:

e Documenting processes so teams execute consistently

e Maintaining dashboards, alerts, and automated reporting

e Running cross-team “super reviews” of all key metrics

e Coaching leadership layers to manage performance

e Ensuring lessons learned are captured and repeated

¢ Building a continuous improvement culture

e Creating systems for teams to propose ideas and test improvements
¢ Implementing automation to reduce manual work

e Supporting delegation, outsourcing, and partnerships

¢ Helping the organization scale without losing alignment

Outcome: A mature performance system that improves every quarter and drives
predictable growth.

This is where pricing can go from $12k/month up to $15k+, especially in multi-team or
multi-department engagements.

Summary (Simple & Clear)

» Design work starts the relationship (lower cost, heavy thinking).
» Execution work builds momentum (higher cost, ongoing).
» Performance management builds long-term value (premium, strategic).

And depending on scope, client size, and maturity, OKR & Strategic Goal Services may
start around $3k/month and can easily go to $15k/month or more.
